*Freezer to Microwave to Table to Dishwasher 
*Rock vents/lids remain on *handles stay cool 

*raised feet, rounded corner for thorough heating and even freezing 
*stain resistant  *strength/ plastic used in bullet proof vests and air-

plane windows   *cut resistant finish on the bottom 
*clear plastic makes contents easy to identify 

*Ask for Testimonials 
 

 Fridge Smart 
 

*Ask what people throw away. 
*Moisture and wrong amount of air make produce go bad 

*vents control proper amount of airflow (chart comes with product) 
*ridges collect water (away from the produce) 
*keeps fresh 2-3 times longer (walk the seals) 

*do not wash produce before storing    *take crisper drawers out 
*give examples of size of containers with types of food for each

Modular Mates 

 
*Stackable (look at picture in book; do the ‘math’) 
*Saves 30% - 50% space (due to air in packaging) 
*keeps food fresh up to a year *keeps bugs out 

*clear for ease of seeing product and creating shopping list 
*available in several shapes/continue to stack together.  

Bold Blue or Passion Red seal choice 
*Custom Kitchen Planning 
*Ask for Testimonials 

 
  Pass the dating bowl 

*Briefly demonstrate items containing a party –  
midget, shape-o-ball keychain, scoop magnet etc. 

*explain the 4 slips contained in the gadgets before drawing 
*let them know the new dating must occur within 3 weeks 

*wait to open items together 
*add up total points for game 

 
  Lets Make a Deal Prizes. 

*Those with 3 highest points select an envelope  
(perform tie breaker if needed)
